
This years Queensland Open was the 
biggest ever, with well over 200 en-
tries, including most of the top Austra-
lian athletes, with teams from New 
Zealand, Hong Kong, plus a smattering 
of other international fighters.  UNSW 
had a good representation of eight 
members, who all fought well, and 
produced some excellent results. 
Fighting on Saturday was for u13 and 
u16 boys and girls, and junior men.  In 
the u16 boys 66kg, Eamonn Briers 
fought strongly to come away with 
bronze in a field that included the top 
Australian and New Zealand fighters.  
A very satisfying result.  Kel Locke-
Sodhi continued his impressive form 
to easily win the junior men 73 cate-
gory.  In the final he dominated local 
favourite Nick Hamlyn, almost scoring 
on several occasions, and eventually 
winning with a nice armlock. 

On Sunday we had the junior and 
senior women, and senior men.  Our 
women had a great day.  Amy Meyer 
took silver in the junior women 48kg to 
start things off.  In doing so she had 
two good wins, but lost to ongoing rival 
Hannah Downing (NZL).  In the senior 
women, Amy went one better, taking 
the gold medal despite a surprising 
loss to one of the Hong Kong girls.  
Her fine ippon wins in all her other 
matches, including one over Downing, 
gave her the title. 

Gemma Chadwick made the most of 
her opportunities to make the final of 
the 57kg, where she unfortunately 
lost to experienced Kate Bell (VIC).   

The 63kg category attracted a very 
good field.  Kylie Koenig started a 
bit tentatively in her first two fights, 
but still won comfortably.  In the semi
-final she faced Carli Renzi (Lewis) 
from Victoria, who is always a formi-
dable opponent.  On this occasion, 
though, it was all Kylie and she com-
pletely overwhelmed Carli to go 
through to the final.   
Her opponent was junior international 
Margi Corfios (QLD) who came out 
swinging (literally!) in an attempt to 
unsettle her.  After the initial dust-up, 
Kylie quickly subdued the feisty 
youngster, and secured a strong 
holding to end the fight inside two 
minutes. 

Our men faced some very tough 
fights in the extremely competitive 
73kg and 81kg categories.  Harry 
Grech (81kg) went up against un-
known, but vastly experienced, 
Fischer (NED) and put up a fierce 
battle before going down to a strong 
osotogari.  Fischer went on to take 
fifth place in a category sprinkled with 
tough internationals.   
Kel backed up in the senior mens 
73kg, only to face Olympian Dennis 
Iverson in the first round.  After a 
good initial struggle, Iverson eventu-
ally won by Ippon.   
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Daniel Waldmann was rather sur-
prisingly thrown for ippon by Addison 
Carlyon (QLD), injuring his shoulder 
in the process.  He gamely fought his 
way back through the repechage 
using one arm.  On the other side of 
the draw, new UNSW member Nik 
Pejic was his usual efficient self, 
making it to the semi finals, where he 
went down to  Iverson.  This meant 
that he and Daniel had to face each 
other for the bronze medal, with a 
fairly easy win went to Nik over  a 
severely restricted Daniel.
