For starters, the venue 
is totally inappropriate for a judo com-
petitionéon Saturday there was the 
continual distraction of gymnasts 
bouncing on trampolines alongside the 
mats, then on Sunday we were made 
giddy by cyclists tearing around the 
surrounding track.  To cap it off, the 
event was once again poorly organised 
ï the inexplicable use of an untried 
and unfriendly scoring system (when a 
proven one was on offer)  incorrect 
information given to athletes on weigh-
ins, uncertainty on how to run the 
drawséon and on it goes!  Fortunately 
there were no media representatives 
there to observeé 
To the competitionéUNSW was well 
represented in both the juniors and 
seniors, and had a mixed outcome, 
our juniors doing well, with the sen-
iors largely missing out.  
In the Under 13ôs Mia Cross , in only 
her second tournament, fought hard to 
take out the girls 36kg category.  Our 
younger boys didnôt fare quite as well, 
but both Gabriel Gregory and Mat-
thew Peppas  gained good experience.  
We had a strong group in the U/16ôsé
and some good results.  Highlight 
was Jack Newmanôs win in the 
+81kg weight category.  Jack 
stepped up to fight the extra category 
after taking bronze in the 81kg.  Dis-
playing a good mixture of technique 
and aggression, Jack had some fine 
Ippon wins. 

 
Close behind came Maxine Ger-
mes in the girls 52kg, who took 
second place with some great 
fighting.  Looking determined and 
focused, Maxine capped off her per-
formance with a win over the current 
National Champion Sophie Burch 
(SA). 
Liam Matthews -Peat found the go-
ing tough in the 50kg, but showed a 
lot of fight, and some good turnovers 
in ne-waza. Dylan McDermott also 
had a tough time in his first competi-
tion stepping up to a new weight 
42kg category.   
Luc Baumgartner took second in the 
73kg, and continues to develop confi-
dence and skills. We should start to 
see more good results in upcoming 
selection competitions.  
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Vlad Kulikov , just 13 and fighting 
boys much older, also continues to 
show promise.  Despite showing 
good technique he went down in hios 
first two fights, but came back to win 
his third with ippon  through a strong 
kesa gatame. 
 
In what is always a very competi-
tive 55kg category, Indra sadeli 
took 3 rd and Eamonn Kearney 4 th .  
Both came through their preliminary 
pools, with Indra reversing earlier 
losses to Eamonn for bronze. 
 
In the junior men, Kel Locke -Sodhi 
fought well for silver in the 73kg, as 
did Paddy Kearney , giving away a 
lot of experience to get bronze in 
66kg. 
 
Amy Meyer waited all day for one 
fight in the junior women 48kg.  The 
fight was another close one, going 
into golden score time with Amy 
showing plenty of spirit, but just los-
ing out.  

 
Amy backed up next day in the sen-
ior womens 48kg, which drew a 
strong field.  Unfortunately she fin-
ished out of a place, but showed 
some good judo and should have 
won her last fight ï being well ahead 
before being  thrown!

This tournament, which has been a great 
event in the past, continues to deteriorate, 
becoming a drawn-out and boring affair, poorly 
managed, with little thought to the needs of the 
athletes.  Some youngsters who had fought in 
the morning were forced to wait until 6pm for 
their medals.  Madness.  Little wonder the 
tournament is losing support. 
 
This year the judo was of a good standard, 
however, with reasonable entry numbers, and 
UNSW was there in force.  New club members 
Kevin and Karen Dasilva performed very 
well, with Karen, just 13, dominating her girls 
u16yrs 57kg division, to emerge with gold.  
Kevin took two hard-fought silver medals in the 
junior and senior mens 60kg, showing some 
determined and skilful judo on the way, includ-
ing a powerful armlock on improving Tom 
Pappas (VIC).  Paddy Kearney couldnôt repro-
duce his form from Sydney, and went without 
a win.  Amy Meyer , with lots of distractions on 
her mind, also had a weekend to forget, com-
ing away without success in junior and senior 
women. 

Our other women entrants  were in fine form, 
with Kylie Koenig showing she is in a class of 
her own to take the 63kg category.  Coming 
down from the highs of her recent international 
performances in Pac Rim and the Worlds, Kylie 
was a bit tentative in her first fight, but soon 
showed her true form to swamp her opposition. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 Gemma Chadwick and Sonya Chervonsky 
monstered the 52kg class, emerging with gold 
and silver respectively.  Gemma was in great 
form all day, coming from behind to throw 
Sonya for ippon with a nice seoinage, and tak-
ing sweet revenge for her narrow loss to Sha-
yann Stuart (VIC) in the NSW Open a couple of 
weeks earlier.  Sonya showed that she is now 
getting back into form, and will be a real threat 
as she regains her competition fitness.  One 
lightning-fast uchimata (see photo) was just 
about the throw of the day. 
 

Nikola Pejic had a welcome return to form to 
take 1st  place in the 73kg, defeating Matt 
Lipman (NSW) in an incredibly close tussle in 
the final.  Earlier he had disposed of tough 
Oren Janiv (ACT) and arch rival Addison 
Carlyon (QLD).  Jovan Pejic , still returning to 
full fitness,  was a little unlucky to finish sev-
enth in the same category, losing a gruelling 
second round match to super-fit Lipman, and 
later on a dubious score to Aaron Blackie 
(QLD).   
 
Once again, the tournament gave club mem-
bers the opportunity to combine the competi-
tion with some socializing.  Thanks to Kathy 
Meyer for all the support (and transport) she 
provided over the weekend.

Gemma Chadwick took second in the 52kg 
category , narrowly losing her first fight in golden 
score to the eventual winner, then coming back 
strongly to take all the others by ippon. 
Paul McCarthy fought extremely well to take 
fifth place in a very tough 90kg category.  A 
little unlucky to lose in his first fight against the 
eventual winner, he stormed back through the 
repechage and should have had bronze.  He 
was well ahead in this fight vs Karl Zuvela, but a 
brief lapse in concentration and he was thrown 
for ippon.   

Chris Angus , making a rare competition 
appearance, had a good first up win then 
went down to Pavlinic (NZL) and was later 
beaten by Paul in the repechage.  

In the 73kg, Mahmoud Maaliki had a good 
draw, and started well with two good wins 
before going down to Dulac (NCL) and again 
in the repechage to finish seventh.   
Nik Pejic suffered a disappointing loss to 
Matt Lipman in the first round, and missed 
the repechage.  His brother Jovan  made it to 
the semi finals with some good judo, but ran 
out of puff vs eventual winner Dennis Iverson 

(VIC) then lost the bronze medal match to 
Addison Carlyon (QLD) To finish 5th.
