avadding 8re. bNelvaCopetition Rules for 2010

The International Judo Federation has
introduced several very significant
changes to competition rules, which were
trialled at the Junior World Champion-
ships 2009, and further tested at a num-
ber of International events. The new
rules will apply fromstlJanuary 2010.
Most significant is the removal of all at-
tacks with the hands below the belt (ie all
leg grabs) unless as a folloyy combina-
tion, or as a counter. Our coaches will be
holding briefing sessions and demonstra-
tions for all our competition players to
familiarise them with these changes.
